4. Many personal data which
‘remain” on the internet can be
accessed and cause the privacy
violations; for example, the use of
the telephone numbers for
commercial reasons without asking
permissions from the number
holders.

5.Thailand has been aware of the
importance of the personal data
protection as designating in the
Constitution of Thailand (2017).
The Personal Data Protection Act
was enacted on May 28, 2019.
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1. The Thai society still has little
knowledge and understanding on the
personal data protection, especially
the relation and difference between
the privacy as the personal rights and

the public interest for the public
security.
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2. Media both online and
mainstream are found
constantly violating privacy;
thus, it is important to provide
the guidelines and the
updated knowledge to raise
people's awareness.

3. The principles of the personal data
are universal. The European Union
has established the guidelines
known as the GDPR in order to
protect the European citizens around
the world.

4. The governmental sector has not
been ready for the implementation
yet. The enforcement of the Personal
Data Protection Act has to be
postponed for another year until May
28, 2021.

5.Due to doing business with
foreigners and overseas companies,
many private sectors are active to
adjust themselves in order to follow
and support the law enforcement.
